Some details:

 Being a lock-in, parents will need to seek prior approval from JD for their student to 

leave at any point during the night. (Prior approval is preferred.) 

 InnerChangers are also asked to bring a drink & snack to share.  Please make the snack 

something significant like a baked goodie, plate of sandwiches, fruit salad, etc. – we will 

be feeding students all night. 

 While not required for attending, if students know of friends they will be bringing, we 

ask that they try to let us know ahead of time. 

 InnerChangers should use the enclosed cards as personal invitations! 

 Our strongest consequence for blatant rule-breaking will be calling parents to come get 

their student at whatever time necessary.
